
The London Borough of Redbridge had 16 applications in April 2007 requesting capital monies to fund Projects in order to assist people with mental health problems living in Redbridge.

This year the London Borough of Redbridge has awarded grants to a total of 11 projects. 

The Projects that have been given money are: - 

New Furniture and Catering Equipment for the benefit of those using services of Redbridge Concern for Mental Health.

Refurbishment of Carolyn House, a Supporting People facility, to enable overnight cover to be provided on site.

Computer and Training Equipment to support activities of Anxiety Care.

Tools, tool storage and Cooking equipment to improve facilities at Forest Farm Peace Garden.

A Computer with translation software and an induction loop for the hard of hearing for the residents of Ashwood House.

Refurbishment of Empress Lodge residential care home, new Furniture, dining furniture and new showers.

Computers, mixing tables, a Gazebo and garden tools for those using Family Mosaic drop in facility at Mansfield Road.

Building refurbishment, computer and printer for the users of the Punjabi Centre.

Equipment for a proposed Café for the use of Alzheimer’s sufferers and their carers.

A “Metal Mickey” Camera to monitor victims of harassment.

A Touch Screen  Computer for patients of Goodmayes Hospital.

The total amount of money awarded that will be distributed to the 11 projects is £110,752.33.

Several of the applications requested funding for transport such as mini buses, which were reviewed separately and were rejected.
