Forest Recycling Project is a not-for -profit community recycling business, which has been operating since 1989. We run the following schemes:











Green Office … is the collection of recyclable office waste in North East London and the supply of recycled office stationery and Fair Trade goods. 





Re>Paint… Community Re>Paint provides environmentally and socially beneficial solutions to the problem of waste paint. An estimated 80 million litres of paint  (enough to fill 50 Olympic-sized swimming pools) is stored in homes and garages or just thrown away each year in the UK. 


We divert some of this unwanted, surplus paint from the waste stream and redistribute it for reuse by community groups, charities and voluntary organisations. 














Volunteering with FRP involves:





Green Office:  paper collection, sorting and delivery. 





Re>Paint: paint collection, sorting, mixing, sales and administration.





ReuseiT: most aspects of computer refurbishment including data removal, hardware checks, software installation. 





Our office / sites are open Monday to Friday, 9.30 – 5. 30pm, but we provide some opportunities for flexible volunteer involvement.





Give or Take Days… events promotion, halls set up / tidy up, stall attendance, furniture collection and delivery. 





Events are promoted a week before the event during office hours, and on the day of event volunteers help out from 10am – 4pm.

REUSEiT … is an FRP computer recycling initiative. Our goal is to refurbish unwanted computers and IT equipment and re-introduce them back into the local community. �We collect computers from individuals and companies, remove all existing data, load a new operating system, check them thoroughly and then redistribute them within the community.





Give or Take Days… are FRP’s unique waste exchange events that have been running since 1999. The idea is simple: we just hire a hall for the day; invite people to bring along unwanted items and then let everyone help themselves. These events take place in different halls in: Waltham Forest, Redbridge, Tower Hamlets, Hackney, two times a month.





Community  Composting …the pilot of a scheme collecting kitchen waste  from Leyton Grange Estate. Not only a waste recycling scheme, but also a way to keep our communal spaces free from pests, diseases and unacceptable smells.








Volunteers are an important part of our project. Volunteering in various roles alongside our staff, they help to ensure that FRP provides an excellent service to all our customers and the community at large.
