The Process

1. If you have hanging artwork, it is preferable that it is framed and mounted. Other pieces of art can also be displayed in the glass display cabinets.  The display of large art items may be restricted.  Please contact one of the art co-ordinators to discuss: 
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2. Complete an Application form (see below) and attach it to your artwork before you drop it off. All pieces submitted must either have a price or “Not for Sale” sign.

3. In exceptional cases, if you are unable to frame or mount your work, members can have work framed at a picture framing workshop at the Ferguson Centre.  Work can be framed there using either recycled frames, or new frames at a price to be agreed.  Please contact thinkarts  on 0844 600 1218, or Andy Saggers on 0208 521 5223.
4. Artwork requiring mounting or framing needs to be dropped off no later than Friday 28 August 2009.  After this it will go straight into the exhibition.

5. Artwork can be dropped off to one of the four participating centres (see details below).  Choose a centre that’s convenient for you and deliver your artwork by the due date.  

6. After the exhibition, collect your artwork from the nominated delivery centre.
